The Koch family moved to Jamaica ten years ago with the hope of establishing a 
home where children would be loved and nourished in every aspect of their growth. 
We planted our hope in God’s promises and with a tremendous amount of prayer, 
faith and support from others, My Father’s House has become a wonderful realization 
of our dream.

My Father’s House has been a place of safety for numerous children who have gone 
on to other more permanent homes in addition to the thirty-two Jamaican children 
who have had long term care with KBM at My Father’s House. Twenty of those Ja-
maican children presently reside with us. The twelve who have moved on for various 
reasons are still part of our “family”. We keep in touch and enjoy their visits im-
mensely.  
 

Raising such large numbers of children as a family is a huge task. A common question 
we are asked is, “What does it take?” The first part of the answer to this is, “God.” 
We depend on Him and know that all that we have been entrusted to is because of 
Him. We do know as well that God is always looking for people to share the blessings 
with. God could cause everything we need to materialize at the appropriate time; He 
can do anything, but he chooses to partner with people. This leads to the second part 
of the answer, and that is “It takes YOU!” KBM is responsible for the children at My 
Father’s House, but we cannot provide all they need with out you. The final part of the 
answer to the question of what it takes to carry on the reality of My Father’s House is, 
“It takes a lot!” Currently our monthly expenses are about $10,000 USD! For more 
details on how much food and other supplies we go through visit the web site. This 
does not include major projects which demand financial provision. Praise God for His 
provision and thank YOU for allowing Him to speak to your heart and becoming a 
partner with us in this tremendous responsibility!  
 

Please consider a gift toward the purchase of a new van for KBM 
Our most pressing need at the moment beyond daily operating costs is a new van.  
The fuel system in the van we have has been through many repairs and continues to 
give trouble. Faith Church, Michigan, who was with us in April, has initiated an effort 
to raise funds for KBM to purchase the needed van. We have investigated the pro-
jected costs. The best is for KBM to request a waiver of duty on a new Toyota, Hiace 
similar to the one we have. There is a new model that will fit our needs well. The cost 
with no duty or sales tax is $31,000 USD.  Please, pray considering a gift toward this 
purchase and for the Ministry of Finance to have favor on KBM and agree to a com-
plete waiver of the duty and sales tax. Our plan is to make the purchase and then have 
the old van overhauled for future use since our “family” has outgrown one van. Teams 
are often larger than the capacity of one van also so having both vans will eliminate 
the need to rent a van for teams in the future.
