The win-
dow that was installed on the 
new side wall consists of one 
glass panel in the center and 
many louvers on either side. 
The louvers are held in place 
by 72 tiny screws each re-
quiring a pilot hole drilled 
before the screw was set in 
place! The front window is 
painted and awaiting place-
ment.
